His 
memories of early childhood, 
walking to a water well with his 
mother in County Wexford, Ireland, 
set the stage in later years for the 
creation of Wells of Life.

Wells of Life is a 501(c)3 organization comprised of dedicated individuals committed to 

bringing clean, safe water to one million people in Uganda. We are inspired by Mother 

Teresa who said, òIf you canõt save 100 children, save one.ó

Founded by Nicholas Jordan in 2009, Wells of Life is committed to sharing our vision, clean 

water for all, with as many people and groups as possible. 

Wells of Life works in association with Fields of Life, an NGO based in Ireland with a 20-year 

track record of working with developing communities in East Africa. As our partner in the 

drilling process, we receive the very best local knowledge and expertise in placing 

sustainable wells. Our overhead is raised independently of our donorsõ contributions through 

an annual fundraiser and by private donations. This allows our contributors the ability to have 

100% of their donation fund the production of a well .



Å The child in this photo represents the 4,300 children who will die today for lack of 

water.  When clean water is not readily available, a child will drink any water, 

even the contaminated water shown in this moving photo.

Å Women and their daughters no longer invest a 
large portion of their day hauling 40 pounds of 
water.

Å Infant mortality drops 50%. 
Å Girls are able to attend school. 
Å Daily productivity increases as several hours are 

now spent engaged in self - sustaining projects.
Å Women and children lead safer lives, free from 

walking long distances to unprotected, water 
sources.

Å Bridges of hope are created between those who 
are committed to serve and those who lack this 
most basic component of life ðclean, safe 
water.
